County Hoofprints.  10 points for attending and auditing the clinic without a horse.
6. 15 points for participating in any other 4-H sponsored activity or event (ex: Purdue Round-Up,
Animal Science Workshop, 4-H Camp, State Fair Horse and Pony Show, etc.)
7. 10 points for participation in each club-wide money making project per day of work (ex-chili
supper, flower unloading, flower sales).
8. 10 points for each individual obtained as a class sponsor for the county fair show regardless
of dollar amount obtained. In order to get credit for class sponsors, the official class sponsor
form and money must be turned in by the July deadline to Stephanie Dunn.
9. 15 points for participating in each 4-H Horse and Pony sponsored community service project.
10. 10 points for each color guard practice, providing the 4-H member signs attendance sheet.
25 points will be earned if Color Guard competes in a contest other than County Fair.
11. Any other point opportunities may be added as determined and announced by 4-H Leaders.
Points for other club sponsored projects will be announced prior to the start of the project.
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
